
	


Project Update: October 2007
During the last fieldwork in Tena from 13 july to 22 september, the team conducted the following environmental education activities: 
(1) Biodiversity Exhibit,

(2) Face-painting. After the seminar in each region, updates were provided on the conservation action plan which was developed during the community consultations last August 2007. 

Face-painting

Children considered this a treat and queued to have their arms and faces painted with Birds wildlife designs. The number of volunteers doing the face-painting was however too few that only a few children were able to avail of this. 

A conservation action plan was developed by stakeholders on Tena last May after a series of consultation activities covering 8 sitios the region. The action plan includes activities that contribute to major goals such as: slash-and-burn farming, providing livelihood assistance, intensifying information and education campaigns, establishing a protected area or sanctuary and strengthening enforcement of environmental laws.
