Questionnaire Survey at Chunati Wildlife Sanctuary

Chunati Wildlife Sanctuary - is one of the protected area of Bangladesh which is considered
as one of the habitat of Asian elephant. Upon the suggestion of Bangladesh Forest
Department we included this forest site in our project. We visited this wildlife sanctuary from
11th February to 16th February 2017. A semi-structured questionnaire survey and focused
group discussion was conducted. The forester of this protected area was previously worked
in Pablakhali Wildlife Sanctuary (PWS) which is another study site for our Asian pangolin
project. We also collected information on the Asian pangolin at PWS during this time.
