2. Please explain any unforeseen difficulties that arose during the project and how these were
tackled (if relevant).

While collecting data, the ethnic respondents were found a little bit sceptical to respond to our
questionnaires. However, as our data crews were mostly from the ethnic community, the problems
were resolved anyway. We had to face some insurgencies in working in the remote places arising
from the miscreants’ activities to abduct people for money.

3. Briefly describe the three most important outcomes of your project.

The visualisation of trade-offs between forest conservation and livelihoods of the forest dependent
peoples considering forest biodiversity use and livelihoods vulnerability have contributed
understanding the range of involvement of the peoples for forest conservation. ldentification of
trade-offs between forest biodiversity use and carbon benefits will contribute to sharing the carbon
benefits with the forest peoples. Identifying alternative livelihoods will be important for diverting
forest dependent peoples from overusing the natural forests. All of these will contribute adopting
REDD+ program in the selected forest areas of Bangladesh along with the conservation of forest
biodiversity and livelihood development of the forest dependent peoples.
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4. Briefly describe the involvement of local communities and how they have benefitted from the
project (if relevant).

The headman of the villages, religious persons, school teachers were involved in the key persons’
discussions. In the awareness campaigns, many family members from the three ethnic communities,
both male and female were present spontaneously. The attendees were finally agreed to the forest
conservation concept for the sake of their forest services. About the REDD+ mechanism, they were
little bit confused how it can be implemented without providing them the alternative livelihoods and
securing their cooking fuels issues.

5. Are there any plans to continue this work?

Yes, | have a plan to continue this work in a format of awareness and extension in Chittagong Hill
Tracts of Bangladesh, if Rufford Small Grants Foundation kindly awards me the further grants.
Awareness programs on forest biodiversity conservation, awareness on REDD+, training on expected
alternative livelihoods, will be my objectives of the project.

6. How do you plan to share the results of your work with others?

Just after the confirmation of the final report by the RSG Foundation, | will prepare the paper as a
scientific article to publish it in the international refereed journals. In this process, the results will be
disseminated to many scientific communities and forest conservation practitioners. In addition to
this, | expect to attend some local and international seminars/conferences/workshops to present my
research findings, if | receive travel grants for my participation.
