
Project Update: September 2016 
 
Extending the Wildlife conservation approach in Kargil, Ladakh Trans-Himalaya, through 
Education, Awareness Programmes and PRA Techniques 
 
The project is progressing smoothly and within the schedule timetable and plan. The 
objectives and targets achieved till September 2016:   
 
Information on CARNIVORE – HUMAN CONFLICTS in Kargil 
 
Information was gathered through questionnaire surveys from 17 villages across the district. 
 
A proposal has been submitted to the Chief Executive Councilor, LAHDC, Kargil for distribution 
of coral proof pen to seven village committees in collaboration with the Rufford Foundation, 
where higher rate of loss of livestock were reported. 
 
Formation of Wildlife – Nature - Clubs (WNCs) by using Participatory Rural Appraisal (PRA) 
Techniques 
 
Wildlife Nature Clubs (WNCs) were formed in different part of the district with an aim “The 
future of Wildlife is in our hand”, which is also the motto for Wildlife Week 2016. The main 
objective of the WNCs would be to check any illegal wildlife activities in their respective zone 
and report it to the Wildlife Protection Department of Kargil.
