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Research field work:

In this item, our teamwork is developing two activities. The first is the population
monitoring of the Supata golden frog to know some aspects about the
demography, ecology and natural history of the species. We are identifying each of
the froggies by their ventral spots patterns, allowing us to learn about the home

range, spatial distribution and other ecological aspects of every frog.

The other activity that we are carry out in the research field work is the inventory of
the herpetofauna of Supata. So far, we have recorded 13 species of amphibians
belonging to seven families and eight genera. Regarding the reptiles, we have
identified 11 species belonging to four families and nine genera. We hope to start
soon the editing and design of an illustrated guide to the Supatd’s amphibians and

reptiles to allow show the richness of these animals to the community in this area.
