IN EACH TREE WE ANALYZED:

HEIGHT

WE EVALUATE THE 
FIRE SCARS

WE USE TOOLS CALLED INCREMENT BORERS FOR TAKING TREE CORE SAMPLES THAT ALLOW US TO SEE THE TREE RING LIKE IF 
WE SEE A TRANSVERSAL CUT OF THE TREE AND THAT ALLOW US TO ESTIMATE TREE AGE.
