Understanding leopard behaviour to avoid damage to ourselves:

1 Recognisethat leopard is/resident inthe area' and‘mere sightings do'not mean any: danger.

2. Leopards do not recognise man-made boundaries and ownership of livestock.

3. Always dump livestock faeces in one place as this will'help to reduce leopard presence
around your house because leopards are attracted to the smell of livestock faeces:.

4 Be alert in dawn and dusk when leopards are active always ensure that you are accompanied
by another person.

5. Do not panic or run whilc spotting a lcopard. Always give way and allow the Icopard to
move off safely.

6. Always speak loudly while in dawn and dusk as this will alert any leopard nearby and reduce
any chance of you being mistaken for prey animal.
